Jane Marriott 12-22-1831 Nottinghamshire, England Married 12-28-1848 Henry Richards 3-25-1825 died 11-24-1895 age 70 yrs. 7 mo. 29 days. She died 8-21-1920.
They were married in St. Mary’s Episcopal church in Nottingham, England. Came to America 1851 when their first child, John, was a babe. Lived near La Moille, Ill. for thirty years. He dug wells besides farming. 1881 they moved to Odessa, Nebr. The rest of the family were born near La Moille, Ill. following is a copy written by Flora Richards Schanou to Jennie Richards Monahan Oct. 17-1956.


Jane Marriott Richards brothers and sister Nan came to USA before she and Henry did. His father died when he was quite young. I think he and one sister were al the children in the family. Henry never went to school. At that time there were no free schools in England and his mother couldn’t afford to pay. She also needed his help. Children took jobs younger than they do now. He learned to read in Sunday School where they really taught reading in England. Later after he was married and a family, he volunteered to fight in the Civil War, he wanted Grandma (Jane Marriott Richards) to write the alphabet for him, said he would manage to write her; and he did. It seemed Grandma could read his letters easily. When he came home from war, he insisted that they be burned, Grandma wanted to keep them.

In England, he must have worked at farming part of the time, Grandma said, he took prizes for the straightest furrow in plowing contests. I think he was in the war from near its beginning till the end. It began April 12-1861 and ended April 9-1865. Father (Eb) said, “Grandpa was in Sherman’s March to the Sea” both Grant’s and Sherman’s armies besieged Vicksburg, Miss. It surrendered July 4th, 1863. From there, Sherman went to Chattanooga, Tennessee, probably in several battles on the way. Grant telegraphed Sherman to begin his march into Georgia. Later Sherman’s army was ordered to march from Atlanta to the sea. He laid siege to Savannah, marched northward to join Grant in Virginia, later followed by Lee’s surrender and end of war.

I suppose before the war, Grandpa worked on farms but he also dug ditches for laying tile to drain the farms. Father (Eb) said, “that it was said that Grandpa (Henry Richards) could lay more tile than anyone else before he went to war but couldn’t after the war. He must have been unusually strong. Think Uncle Harry Richards was very strong also.

Eugene Richards (brother of Eb) was the baby when Grandpa went to war. Grandma said, “that father (Eb) would take care of Eugene for hours at a time. She also said that father (Eb) dug up wild flowers in the woods and transplanted them n their yard. Uncle John Marriott’s first wife was living there when I visited in La Moille and some of the flowers were still there. I think Eugene’s death was while Grandpa was at war. Think he had scarlet fever.


Grandpa’s father was a tailor but also did some farming. Grandma said, she led the lead horse when plowing, that often two horses were hitched one in front of the other. They thought it was better for the land. I think both horses walked in the furrow. England got much rain and fog.


I told Grandma that she made a tailor’s buttonhole, she said, “of course she did, that her father taught her sewing.” I thought any garment she made was more evenly gathered, hemmed and so forth than any other person’s sewing I had ever seen. I thought she also was the neatest housekeeper I know. Grandma went to school, also had dancing lessons. She was the girl chosen by the teacher to lead the dance at the finish of the lessons when they had visitors.


In England those who hired girls, hired several, one for taking care of the children, for care of the bedrooms (called the chambermaid) and the cook etc. Grandma worked for the doctor’s family as a nursemaid, took care of a baby. Young girls were hired as nurses. I don’t remember hearing her speak of any other job.

All of her brothers and sisters came to La Moille, Ill. All lived to be nearly ninety, most were over ninety except the one who started in a wagon train for California and never reached there.


Grandma’s (Jane Marriott Richards) home was in Nottingham, England is more than 150 miles northwest of London. She saw Grandpa when he applied for a job where she was working. She and the other girls working there laughed about his red hair and blue ribbon or hat band. Grandma said, she was going to marry him. After marrying, they lived with his mother, maybe he supported her.


Grandpa’s pay wasn’t enough to keep the family while he was at war, Grandma had to take in washings. They came to Nebr. In spring of 1884 or 1885. Annie Schanou and Katherine Schanou, sisters, married William and Ebenezer R. Both worked in a mill in New York or New Jersey. Annie lost part of her hand in a machine. Think it was the index finger and part of the thumb of her right hand. She did very little sewing. Mother or Kate lost part of her little finger. She said the machine she was tending stopped she grabbed a wheel on each side of her to swing herself between them. When she was young and given money, she bought milk, that she liked better than candy. She lived for a while with a wealthy aunt and uncle. It may have been when Grandmother moved to Illinois that Kate stayed with the aunt. The aunt left her husband, she left with another man. Annie said the husband was mean to her. This happened after the rest of the family were in Ill. When Kate’s parents learned this, Grandma wanted Grandpa to go find her (Kate), Grandpa said, “Kate will write.” She did and came to join them in Illinois. Friends of Eb’s wife Kate said “she was the prettiest thing they ever saw” and once she was dressed in white for a dance in the winter and that she was a wonderful dancer. The aunt had given her dancing lessons. Mother (Kate told something about the lessons as I remember it, she said, the floor was balanced in such a way that one fell if the dancer was not balanced perfectly. The aunt had given her beautiful clothes. Aunt Annie (Will Richards’ wife) and sister of Kate said, “after Kate and Eb were married, they stopped going to dances. Kate was so popular that Eb was jealous. Uncle George once said, “Kate had beautiful complexion before she came to Nebraska.
Another note from George Richards children

Henry Richards family were poor relatives of the Court, wore hand downs of ruffled trousers and fancy lace ruffled shirts. When George about 19 years old his parents returned to England for a visit, after returning to USA he said, “They still do things just like they did when he left for USA first time, no advancement.”

They brought two lovely wool lap robes from the visit which George r. became owner of one of them. Reason Henry left home, because his father insisted every son do same as his father. Henry worked for a doctor where grandma Jane was a governess. She was sixteen when married to Henry. Both had red hair but his turned darker. Thought Jane’s hair a light red. Both learned much about home remedies from their jobs at the doctor’s. 


Was told by Jane Richards about her son John being ill while coming to USA and almost being thrown over board as they thought he was dead.

Was a teacher, store keeper and carpenter. He sold his store to Ellsworth Moore Nov. 1919. He liked to play cards, knew may card tricks. Belonged to lodge for many years.


Told of an incident of teaching of a difficult arithmetic problem that he as well as the students could not solve. He didn’t let them know that he didn’t know the solution either. He kept putting it off as all were working on it, one night he had a dream, he visioned the solution on the blackboard. He woke up during the night and wrote the vision down. In the morning he checked it over and found it was correctly solved. Another incident, he was teaching his daughter, Kate, the ABC’s when they came to the letter “w” Kate would always say, “double me”. 

First marriage to Barbara Ollick, three children, Kate, Frank, and Archie. Archie died at birth as did his mother, were buried on a lonely hill top north west of Watson Ranch near Kearney, Nebr. They lived in a dugout near cemetery, were carried from the home to the grave.

Second son of Jane Marriott and Henry Richards. Born in or near La Moille, Ill. 1-28-1852, died 12-9-38 Odessa, Nebr. Was instantly killed Friday evening when his car was struck by a fast eastbound freight at the depot in Odessa. His body was thrown fifty feet, bones broken but was not crushed. Only absentmindedness can be ascribed as the cause, the crossing is protected by automatic lights which were working.


He married Annie Schanou of New York City, Feb. 7, 1872. His brother, Eb, married a sister, Kate Schanou. Annie Schanou Richards preceded her husband in death in July 1938. Three children survive: Laura and Elmer of Odessa, Nebr., and Nettie Omaha Nebr. Sons, Will and Fred preceded him in death. Four brothers: Nat of Kent Wash; George, McCoy, Ore.; Harry, Beaverton, Ore.; and Eber, Elm Creek, Nebr.


Services were held Monday, Dec. 12,38 at 2:30 p.m. in Anderson funeral home, Kearney, Nebr., burial in the Kearney cemetery.


Rev. John M. Pattison of the Presbyterian church officiated.


Pallbearers were grandsons: Guy, Harry, and Ray Neal; Darrel Richards; Lyle and Vivian Richards.


William and his brother Eber spent many afternoons playing cards in their homes as well as with friends in the town hall.


William and his wife Annie used plates daily all their married life from a set given them for their wedding. Came to Nebr. Feb. 1886.

Third son born near La Moille, Ill. on 10-29-1853, died 11-25-36, Portland Ore. He was buried in Crescent Grove cemetery. He married Katherine (Kate) Shanou, New York City, N.Y. on 8-27-74. Her sister, Annie, married William Richards, a brother of Ebenezer. She was born 7-9-54, died 10-4-86, and was buried in Nebr. She and baby died in childbirth.

They homesteaded north of the Watson Ranch (later named 1733 ranch) which is located west of Kearney, Nebr., is 1733 miles from east and west coast. At one time the barn on this ranch was the largest in the world. Many sheep were on this ranch, uncle Eb raised sheep on his farm. A cotton factory was located near this ranch at one time.


After the four daughters were grown and married, Eb moved to Oregon, lived there many Years until his death. The four daughters, Cora May, Flora Ann, Jennie Anette, and Nellie.


Eb and family moved to Nebr. The winter of 1880, lived fro a while on the Eber Richards farm NE of Elm Creek, Nebr. Eb helped his brother Eber dig a basement for the house which still stands and not many changes made, is occupied by Roy Richards who is Eber’s youngest child.

While the basement was being dug, was down about four feet or so, Eb and Eber slept in the basement; one morning they dressed in a snow storm being only a few feet down. This was told by Eber.

~ The old Watson Ranch, renamed a few years ago as the 1733 Ranch, was sold last Saturday to the Woods brothers of Lincoln. The consideration is close to half a million dollars. Woods brothers are interested in raising good blooded horses and ponies. It was on this ranch that H. D. Watson introduced alfalfa in this country, proving it to be a most valuable crop. 7-1-32.

~ The official name of the Watson’s Ranch station west of Kearney was hanged by the Union Pacific to Alfalfa Center. 1916

~ Last Feature Going of “Watson Ranch”. The work of tearing down the big old barn on the 1733 Ranch, the former Watson’s Ranch, has begun.


This barn, built at the beginning of the century, is three story, 300 feet long, 100 feet wide and 56 feet high and is reputed to be the largest barn in the world. H. D. Watson, father of alfalfa in Nebraska, built the barn when he could not sell the alfalfa hay from the ranch. Watson fed 50,000 head of cattle with the hay, is the story, and they went to market fat. Then he started the largest dairy in the country and a creamery to take care of the product.


At the north end of the barn, in the hillside, is an immense silo, bricked up. After the collapse of the big dairy, two of the largest wood silos were built in the excavation, with room enough left to house a company of soldiers.


Watson died a poor man, his bonanza farming proving a dismal failure. But he sold the Midwest alfalfa. The big ranch was long ago divided into smaller tracts and the name changed to 1733. One of the largest reminders of the old ranch is the barn which has stood in remarkable condition. 1935

Fourth son born 12-28-1856, La Moille Ill. in Bureau County. Died 11-30-82, in his home in Elm Creek, Nebr. After a period of failing health, at age 86 years, 11 mo., and 2 days.


In the spring of 1880 he came west, settled on prairie land he had purchased the previous year. Married 2-14-1883, in Odessa, Nebr. To Jessamine Evangeline Laughry who was born on 8-22-1868, Troy, St. Croix county, Wisconsin. She died 3-17-11 at age 42 years, 6 months, and 25 days at 12:45 a.m. at her home north of Elm Creek, Nebr. She came to Odessa, Nebr. In the fall of 1881 with her parents.

Eber’s brother Eb helped dig the basement for his home which still stands on the homestead of section one, Elm Creek township 9. the land was bought Aug 29, 1879, from the Union Pacific railway Co. 480. They built the house without studdings the next year, hauling the wood from Ill. in a immigrant car. They moved to Elm Creek, Nebr. In 1916.
